Tax Benefits

BCP Bonds are not subject to the 1% insurance levy

Under current legislation, the gross interest earned will be
paid after deduction of Deposit Interest Retention Tax (DIRT) at
27% on accounts that pay interest annually and at 30% where
interest is paid at maturity. This will be deducted at source.

However, certain non-resident investors, credit unions,
charities, pensions and companies may apply to receive returns
gross without deduction of tax.

The Finance Act 2007, as amended by the Finance Act 2011
allows the operation of DIRT free accounts for investors aged
65 years or over whose income is under €18,000 (or €36,000
for married couples).
